Aurora Honda’s 9th Annual St. Jude’s Run  
     On June 11 there were about 50 bikes gathered at Auro-
ra Honda as the staging area for the 9th Annual 
St. Jude’s Run to Saint Francis, Kansas to see the newly 
opened Motorcycle Museum. In the past we have had a 
police escort to get us out to I-225 but that was not the case 
on this day. Happily, we all managed to get out of the lot 
and headed north on Potomac to 6th Ave. and then out to  
I-225 without incident. From there it was I-70 out to Byers 
where we picked up Hwy 36 all the way to St. Francis.  
     I offered to be the Tail Rider for the event. Before we 
got to the Kansas border, Linda and I came upon some  
riders with a disabled bike on the side of the road. There 
were a few others there that had also stopped to help and it 
turned out to be a flat rear tire.  I was the only one that had 
a Tire Plugger kit so we proceeded to plug the tire. To our 
surprise, there was residual goop in the hole, revealing that 
the tire had been previously plugged. We proceeded with 
the repair and they crippled on into St. Francis.  
     The St. Francis Motorcycle Museum is very nicely put 
together with a beautiful collection of vintage old bikes. 
There are about 20 on display from Aurora Honda’s 
collection and another fellow out of Kansas has many bikes 
there as well. Hope you had a chance to see the pictures.  
     I learned later that there have been over 2,200 visitors to 
the Museum since its opening about five weeks earlier and 
it has given the small community of St. Francis a real shot 
in the arm with this influx of folks buying souvenirs and  
making donations.

We stopped and offered them water and 
snacks, but there was no way we could stick around there 
any longer with no shade in sight for miles. We gave them 
Tim at Aurora Honda’s cell number because he knows the 
community out there and would be the best possible  
resource to aid them in their situation. From there we left 
and I must say that I had a real pit in my stomach.  
     We heard later that a local person stopped and got them 
and their motorcycle back to St. Francis before too much 
time had expired. That was good news 
to hear.  
     Back in the 90’s Honda came out 
with a public safety campaign and I 
think the message applies here too, 
“STUPID HURTS.” This couple, he 
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also with no helmet and wearing nothing but jeans and a 

tank top. This is no way to dress to ride under the best of  
circumstances baring something like this that forced them 
to stop and have to spend several hours in the HOT sun. 
Tire plugs, especially on motorcycle tires, are intended to 
be a temporary measure to get you off the side of the road 
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rare circumstances, to do a more permanent repair. NOT to 
be ridden on to try and get another few thousand miles out 
of it. This situation just proved that to me and hopefully to 
them as well.  
     Aurora Honda raised $3,892 with this year’s event 
which brings their total over the last nine years to over for-
ty thousand in donations to the St. Jude Children’s  
Research Hospital. What a wonderful and worthy cause.  
Aluminum Butt Ride  
     On June 19 five of us assembled early in the morning to 
get ready for the Annual Cliff Eudy Aluminum Butt Ride. 
We departed from Golden and the day looked beautiful. 
Brian was our Captain again this year and he did a great 
job on both planning and leading.  
     We started out along the Front Range and then headed 
up over Trail Ridge. I was expecting to see a lot of snow 
but the Colorado sunshine has definitely taken its toll.  The 
streams, however, have been the benefactor as they were 
all running full and strong. We had such a beautiful trip 
over Trail Ridge on this morning and were there before the 
traffic got too heavy.  
     We ended up in Carbondale for lunch and by then we 
were ready to shed a layer or two of gear. Lunch was at the 
Red Rock Diner and from there we went to Aspen and over 
Independence Pass.  It was a beautiful trip and there, too, 
the snow was all but a distant memory. It was not as cool at 
the summit as it typically is.  
     We eventually made our way down to Woodland Park 
and headed north on #67 towards Deckers. One of our 
bunch nearly passed out but was able to get off to the side 
of the road and stop safely without incident. He had shed 
down at lunch to a short sleeved cotton tee and leather vest. 
I have been told that having bare skin may make you think 
you are cooler because of the rapid acceleration and loss of 
body moisture as you perspire, but this can cause dehydra-
tion which leads to fatigue, dizziness and light-headedness.  
In this case, our rider nearly passed out but managed to 
bring his bike to a stop and thankfully avoid a crash.  We 
got him copious amounts of water and once he was feeling 
better I took what was left and poured it down his neck 
front and back.  His reply was “Now I’m all wet.” I said 
“Yes, but once you get going you will dry out quickly and 
in that time it will also bring down your body temperature.”  
     We then continued on our way north to the Denver met-
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something from the experience. Drink plenty of water and 
cover yourself fully while riding, even if it’s just a long 
sleeved tee shirt to decrease the possibility of dehydration 
while riding in this HOT weather.
